Back in South Africa for the first time
in nearly ten years is Cyril Fradan, the
Johannesburg-born painter.

Fradan was educated, and later lectured
at the University of the Witwatersrand
and held his first one-man show in
Johannesburg in 1954. The 37-year-old
painter has been living in London since
1960 and has since then successfully
exhibited in most British and European
art centres. He has just concluded his
first back-horne show, at Gallery 10|

in Johannesburg. On the 23rd of this
month he opened at the Wolpe Gallery
in Cape Town.

Fradan works exclusively in acrylic
paints and makes extensive use of
glazing techniques - a form of crafts-
manship not often seen today. Further=
more, he is a successful and skilled
exponent of the Baroque style used in
contemporary, non-figurative terms.

What this means is that Fradan blends
illusion, light and colour, and a sense
of passionate movement, all calculated
to overwhelm the viewer by a direct
emotional appeal.
